Extension vs Planning @ g 2009

*Regrettably there is no stated requirement to submit a plan
for destruction, only for an extension request.

Late planning as part of APMBC led to many (unnecessary
challenges) extension requests. Given that stockpiles of CM
far outnumber AP mines a valid PLAN, from the outset, Is of
vital importance.

*Even If time Is required to complete the internal processes to
ratify, planning for destruction needs to start immediately.
